Emergency procedures 





1. Check for dangers to yourself, the group and casualty (in order). 


 Delegate people to look after the other sts.


Administer First Aid.





2. STOP. 


I.D where student was last seen. Ask sts and other leaders. 


Delegate 2 leaders to keep sts together and occupied.  


Search systematically. 


After ½ hr searching, call warden.





3. If you see symptoms of hyperthermia, STOP. 


Find shelter for whole group out of wind. 


Administer First Aid.


   Never give coffee/tea, don’t rub casualty, nor ever rapidly reheat.








Briefing for students


It’s important that everyone listens and follows instructions. 


Shake hands with 1 other student. This is your buddy!


Do you have your inhaler/meds? 


We may meet some bees today! If you are allergic to bee stings, go 2/3 places behind leader.


Always watch out for cars, stay to the right side of the road when using it. 


Really easy to get lost here, so if this happens, hug a tree – stay where you are!


Take care when walking near the stream or lake. In the forest and by the stream today watch where you put your feet, ground slippery/uneven in places.


We have to keep together, stay in view of your leader. 


Easy to get cold quickly, bring a beanie jersey. Wear sunscreen.
