This field experience introduces the student to the idea that every action has environmental, economic and social affects, and that healthy communities consider these effects in a responsible and balanced manner before making decisions. 









Healthy communities


Tauranga has a rich cultural history, pristine natural environments and a powerful regional economic base. It possesses strong pre-European culture - through the settlement of Ngāi Te Rangi, Ngāti Pūkenga and Ngāti Ranginui iwi, and prolific colonial and contemporary settlement. The Kaimai Mamaku range and the Rangititi Plain offer diverse semi-natural ecosystems that must exist  alongside the economic hub of the port and city. 
Learning Objectives
This field trip exposes the students to these elements of a community through various field study activities. Students will gain further understanding of the four strands in the social sciences in a geographical and historical context: 
· Identity, culture, and organisation – society and communities and how they function. 

· Place and environment – how people see, represent, interpret and interact with places and environments. 

· Continuity and change – past events, experiences and actions and the changing ways these have been interpreted over time. 

· The Economic World – the ways people take part in economic activities, and the consumption, production and distribution of goods and services.
